3. 2021-2024 Duluth Area TIP Draft-Approval for Release for the 30 day Public Comment Period
James Gittemeier briefly reviewed the timeline noting that the TIP process is nearing the end. There are
some upcoming opportunities for public comment before being presented for final approval in June.

5. 2020 Erie Pier Management Plan Rewrite
Mike Wenholz briefly described that this is not a update but a total rewrite. The 2007 Erie Pier
Management Plan called for a shift from a disposal mindset to that of a beneficial use of dredged
material. Data indicates this shift has occurred and continues. Data also indicates the cost of dredging
has significantly increased. Finally, Erie Pier has long outlived its original estimated lifetime, and has
accepted over 3 times the original design capacity of the facility. This is due to both changes in the
processing and handling at Erie Pier and the increase in beneficial use eliminating the need for
significant volumes of dredged material to be brought to Erie Pier.
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6. Proctor Transportation Plan Update
James Gittemeier summarized the work the consulting firm, Bolton & Menk and MIC staff have
conducted on the Proctor Transportation Plan. Work began in late March which included the initial
tasks of reviewing recent planning initiatives and summarizing the public input in a Plan review
technical memo. The consultant has also designed a website for the Plan, reviewed existing conditions
and developing planning-level maps of the existing transportation system. With input from MIC staff,
they have identified potential members of the Plan steering committee.

Upcoming tasks include obtaining aerial imagery of selected corridors as the foundation for animated
visualizations of the corridor and holding the initial steering committee meeting.
