However, had a
conversation on a variety of ped related topics:
= Carol suggested that the committee think big and long term, but bring in current
economic realities due to COVID 19 pandemic for near/short term options in
light of economic situation, get the most bang for the buck.
=  Common pedestrian issues — Dick Haney asked if the common ped list covered
all ped related issues brought up by the BPAC? James will double-check.
= Skywalk —should they be included as pedestrian infrastructure? Not in sidewalk
inventory but will be the Ped Plan.
= Existing budge for sidewalk/pedestrian improvements



e Duluth - $100,000 for misc sidewalk repairs in addition to the street
projects that include sidewalk repair/replacement.
e Superior —combo of CDBG ($200,000) and CIP ($500,000) for sidewalks
