American Jobs Plan

• $2.5 Trillion to create millions of good jobs, rebuild our country’s 

infrastructure

• Match – Period of availability?

• Relies on Increase in Corp Tax Rate
• Funds would be in addition to reauthorization



Senate EPW Counter to ADM 
Senate – Surface Transportation Reauthorization Act of 2021 (STRA) 

A Framework to Improve the Nation’s Infrastructure

• $300.5 Billion Over FIVE Years through Renewed Federal Policies & Program

• Incl:  Roads/Bridges only (other modes come via other Senate Cmtes)

• Maintain existing formulas

• Carbon reduction pgm

• Promotion of Resilient Operations pgm

• Many other pgms are identified (i.e. CMAQ, TAP, STBGP, special funding for freight needs)

• Pay-for not identified; need $90 B over next five years in added revenue.



House Transp & Infrastructure 

• House – Invest in America Act - $547 B; 5 yr bill

• Earmarks total $5.6B highway and transit; (none from over 1,400 listed in 

our area).  All funded in 2022.  

• After amounts set aside for earmarks per state – remainder of funds used 

for other eligible projects at 80%.

• Increase of 79% over FAST ACT ($305.5B).

• Years 2-5 new policy and programs start.

• Bill to move through full House before July 4 recess.

• Still no identified way pay for increased spending – other than add to 

deficit.  



House Transp & Infrastructure 

• House – Invest in America Act - $547 B; 5 yr bill

• Pre-disaster programs (resiliency improvements); carbon reduction 

programs; equity impacts of investments for economically disadvantaged 

communities. 

• $500M per year – Safe Streets program 

• $4B for bridges on National Highway System.

• $1B per year for clean corridors program – electric/alt fuel infrastructure. 

• $1B over bill life – for grant program investments in active transportation 

networks.
